Event Details & Description 

The celebration of 150 years of “Vande Mataram” was organised on 26 March 2026 from 3:00 pm onwards 

at the IT Auditorium, IIHMR University, with the objective of commemorating its historical and emotional 

significance in India’s freedom struggle and creating awareness about its contemporary relevance. The 

programme aimed to foster patriotism among students and deepen their understanding of the values and 

sacrifices associated with the national freedom movement. 

MBA first-year students from MBA-PM and MBA-DM programmes jointly participated in the event and 

actively contributed to its success. The programme commenced with a welcome address by Dr. Himadri 

Sinha, Provost, IIHMR University, who highlighted India’s rich heritage and the importance of sensitising 

the younger generation to the ideals of the freedom struggle. This was followed by a group singing of “Vande 

Mataram”, during which students created a vibrant, patriotic atmosphere through their enthusiastic 

participation. 

A brief talk on the significance of “Vande Mataram” in the Indian freedom struggle was delivered by Dr. 

Goutam Sadhu, Dean – Student Affairs, who explained its historical context, its unifying role during the 

independence movement, and the need to build awareness about its relevance in contemporary India. 

Subsequently, Dr. Kajal Sitlani addressed the gathering and reflected on remembering the sacrifices of 

freedom fighters, sharing a personal narrative from her experience as the granddaughter of a freedom fighter 

to give students a more personal, lived perspective on that period. 

To further reinforce learning, an essay writing competition on the theme “Indian Freedom Struggle” was 

organised and coordinated by Dr. Saurabh Banerjee, where students presented insightful and 

thought-provoking reflections. The programme concluded with a formal vote of thanks, certificates of 

participation were awarded for both group singing and essay writing, and the event was recognised as an 

effective effort in fostering patriotism, enhancing awareness and deepening students’ understanding of India’s 

freedom movement.
